Dress rehearsal is a very important time, not only for dancers, but also for the teachers and 

stage/lighting crew at M.B.T.  We have a very small amount of time to accomplish a great deal.  Please 
be sensitive, and quiet, while watching dress rehearsal, as this is a privilege.    

 
Parents may take pictures and videotape during their child’s rehearsal time slot.  There will be no 

pictures or videotaping allowed during the actual performance so pre-order your copy of a professional 
DVD, at the office or at the show. 

 
For your convenience, we have broken down the dress rehearsal into time slots.  These time slots 

are not guaranteed, but a guide for you to know an approximate time commitment.  DFJ does our best 
to stick to these time slots.  Please arrive early, in costume with hair & make-up done, stretched out, and 
ready to rehearse for the classes given time slot.

Once your child’s rehearsal time slot is over, and/or they have rehearsed, you are free to go.   

Once your child is done rehearsing, DFJ is not responsible for him/her until showtime. 
 
All dancers need to be in the Walton Theater room (dropped off at the side door on 

Commercial Street) by 12:30pm for the matinee show and 6:00pm for the evening show, in 
costume with hair/make up ready.  The Mount Baker Theatre Lobby will open 1 hour before each 
show, and the auditorium/house will open 30 minutes prior to the show starting for seating. Dancers 
will not be able to leave the room until after the show (with exceptions for the child classes – ages 6 
and under, who will sit in the audience with their parent for the half in which they do not perform).  
We ask that dancers come with minimum items (that are labeled) to the room as this will help make 
the picking up process go smoother after the show.   

 
The show will be playing live on a large screen, coloring, and other activities will be 

available in the Walton Theater Room.  Restrooms and a drinking fountain are also available in this 
room.  The show begins at 1pm for the matinee and 6:30 pm for the evening show and will be 
approximately 2.5 hours in duration.
